Goddess temples of 

India, egypt, Crete, Greece and South America, temples 

worldwide including Stonehenge, are based on the shape of 

the circle of creation. 

Circles with dotted centres are some of the oldest discovered 

Neolithic art, and goddesses and priestesses from Egypt to 

Europe, to the Near East and South America are pictured 

holding the egg-round moon in their hands or on their heads.
